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The Mathis House at 600 Main, a Victorian Bed &
Breakfast and Tea Room, is proud of the many
varieties of teas available for tasting. The following is
a description of the different variety of gourmet teas:

Black Teas: To produce black tea, the tea leaves are plucked by hand and left in the sun until they are pliable
enough to be rolled without splitting. The leaves are then put into a mechanical tumbler and rolled. This
process causes the leaves’ juices to react with the air and oxidize. When the green leaves turn black, they are
fired in huge drying ovens to produce the final product.

Green Teas: To produce green tea, the fresh tea leaves are carefully placed on large bamboo trays and
allowed to dry in the sunlight. They are then placed into small hot roasting pans and are continuously rolled
into balls and then re-roasted for several hours at a time. This process stops the chemical changes from
occurring in the leaf by never allowing it to wither and ferment. By eliminating the fermentation process, the
dry leaf retains its green color and natural composition.

Oolong Teas: Oolong tea is referred to as a “semi-fermented” tea and is principally manufactured in China
and Taiwan (Formosa). After plucking, it is allowed to wilt in direct sunlight, then shaken in bamboo baskets
to lightly bruise the leaf. The chemicals in the leaf react with the air, producing a reddish color. After some
time, the leaf is fired and the fermentation process is halted. These steps create the unique appearance and
flavor of the two different types of ocolong.

Pu-erh Teas: Pu-erh teas are created by hand piling Yunnan black tea for lengthy periods, allowing a true
internal fermentation of the leaf to occur. This process gives Pu-erh its unique earthy overtones. Pu-erh has
long been valued for medicinal benefits, believed to aid in digestion and the reduction of cholesterol.

Flavored/Scented Teas: Scented teas are infused with varying aromas and natural flavorings to make them
stand out in each cup. A majority of Jasmine teas are made with a pouching, or semi-fermented tea base.

Rooibos: The Rooibos (or “red bush”) grows in the Cederberg Mountains of South Africa. They are made from
the needle-like leaves of the Rooibos bush and are caffeine free with a sweetness and distinctive taste.

Herbal/Fruit Blends: Often referred to as “tisane”, these are blends of herbs and/or fruits that do not contain
any “tea” leaves, so therefore are naturally caffeine free.

Decaffeinated Teas: Leaves are decaffeinated using a natural, critical carbon dioxide method.

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The Mathis House for nearly 120 years the home has occupied the tree-lined block
of Historic Main Street, the mansion has stood out as both an exquisite example of
period architecture, and a reminder of Toms Rivers’ deep historical roots.

The house was constructed in 1898 for a local businessman, and was quickly
recognized as an outstanding example of Colonial Revival architecture.

The house was purchased by Mr. Mathis for his wife and one son, who later loaned
- the home the nickname, “The Mathis House”. Thomas A. Mathis, also known as
Captain Tom for his many accomplishments on the seas, resided in the house
through a political career that spanned some 50 years.

Mr. Mathis, who was born in 1869, resided in New Jersey for nearly all of his life.
Butin his early years, following in his father’s footsteps, he sailed the world. He
was a master seaman at the young age of 18 and served as second officer aboard
J.P. Morgan’s yacht, “Corsair,” on its first round-the-world cruise in 1905.

Later Thomas became the ship’s Captain and won the Americas World Cup. Due to
his maritime roots, Toms River was the perfect place for him to raise his family.
Mr. Mathis and his wife, Helen S. Steelman, purchased the house with his brother-
in-law, Maja Leon Berry and his sister-in-law, Edna Steelman, in 1912. During the
couples’ residence, the mansion was the scene to many elegant parties and
dinners. Mr. Mathis and Berry family owned the home during the prohibition
where those stories remain a mystery.

Mr. Mathis involved himself as one of the first Ford Dealership owners in the automobile business in Philadelphia & Toms River, he was the
owner of the Mathis Drug Store, and was involved in real estate throughout New Jersey. His preoccupations, and occupations were known by
many but he was most well- known, historically, for his accomplishments in politics.

By the time he purchased the property at 600 Main, Mr. Mathis had already served the state and its residents in several civic roles for a decade.
He was appointed to the New Jersey Senate in 1909 and went on to be re-elected for a half-dozen more terms, rising to become Republican
majority leader, then president of the Senate in 1929. In 1931 he was appointed Secretary of State of New Jersey, and served in that position until
1941. Through all that time, he was known as the “King Pin of Republican Party” saturated in politics in New Jersey and residing in Ocean County
Thomas Mathis passed away in 1958, but his name remains well known in this community, not only for the beautiful historic home he left behind
on Main Street, but for the rich history of the years he dedicated his life to public service and for his accomplishments to the New Jersey State
Judicial System.

On May 24, 1950, the State of New Jersey dedicated the bridge on Route 37 that spans the Barnegat Bay and connects the Toms River with the
major route onto the Jersey Shore beaches. The bridge is named the “Thomas A. Mathis Bridge” and is another historic landmark for Ocean
County. Mr. Mathis was skillful at quilting, crocheting and knitting - hobbies he came to enjoy after spending so many years alone at sea. The
Ocean County Historical Society, located minutes away from the Inn, possesses one of the quilts Mr. Mathis made at sea from materials garnered
in foreign ports.

It is the mission and vision of the Mathis House is to preserve an era of history for many generations to come.
